Welcome to Oceanside!!!!!  

This is our little tour guide filled with lots of valuable info.

Please know that the association does not allow weekend rentals so you are there as my friends and family.

· No Key Needed:  Enter complex on Myers street parallel to Pacific. 

· Gate Code is ________ (Call Terry for this code)
· Go forward to unit #117.  Door code is ________ (Call Terry for this code)
· The drawer next to the fireplace has facility keys and remote to enter garage. (spaces 38 & 39)  Please place back in drawer when leaving.
· There is a key in the drawer to lock the deadbolt when you are inside

· When you leave make sure keys are in the drawer and the deadbolt IS NOT locked.

General Guidelines

· Our place at the beach is for use of family and friends only.

· The unit is designed for 6 persons per condo association guidelines.

· The TV has full digital cable and also a VCR and DVD.  If you think you need to order a pay per view, check with one of the family for the code and reimburse us later.

· The telephone is only for local calls.

· There is a computer and printer with Internet access via AOL.

· The Condo complex is very secure.  You will need keys for the unit, gates, pool and to get out of the garage.

The beach, pier, movie theatre and train station are all 1 block away.  The front balcony provides an unobstructed 180-degree view of the ocean (keep in mind the only 360 degree view of the ocean is when you are in the middle of it!).  A pool and spa are steps away from the unit.  The condo has almost everything that you will need for your stay.  We have most condiments/seasonings, but you will need to bring your own food and drinks.  The kitchen is complete with dishes, appliances and cookware.  A propane barbecue is available for your use.  

Towels and linens are available for your use provided you wash them before you leave.  There is a stackable washer/dryer unit with all needed supplies in the hallway laundry closet.  If you prefer to bring your own linens, there are 2 twin beds, a king size bed and a large couch for your sleeping arrangements.  You may want to bring some bikes to ride on the boardwalk area.  

Before Leaving Home
· Bring linens and towels if you choose.  There are 2 sets of King size sheets than can be interchanged and sheets for the twin beds.
Getting there: 

There are 2 ways to get there.  Each way is about 85 miles from the Ontario area.  

1. 5 Freeway South.  Right on Mission, Left on Coast Highway. (Scenic Route)

2. 15 Freeway South.  Right on the 76 towards Oceanside.  Left on Coast Highway (pretty too, but does eventually turn into a 2 lane road that runs right into town.)

Follow the signs to the Pier.  The condo is one block north of the pier on Pacific.

The parking structure is on the South side of the building. 
Pull your front tires to the small box etched out in the concrete in front of the gate and use the garage door opener to open the gate.  The remotes only work if there is a car on the sensors.

Once inside, you may park in visitor parking or enter the second gate to our spaces (38 & 39.)

There are shopping carts by the elevator to help you bring all your stuff upstairs.  When exiting the elevator, turn left and walk toward the front.  We are #117 by the small fountain.

When You Arrive at the Unit

· Open the blinds and look out at the beautiful view!

· You may take down the Barksdale sign if it obstructs the view.

· There are extra keys and a remote in the drawer next to he fireplace.

· Appliances may need to be plugged in.

· The thermostat may need to be set.  Beach places don’t have air conditioning, but we do have heat.  There is a fan in the closet if you like.

· Anything in the fridge is ok to have (drinks etc). Check dates before trying anything else!

· You are welcome to use the beach chairs, umbrellas, beach blankets or any other stuff you find in the unit.

To get to the beach
Exit out the front gate (near the pool) and walk towards the pier.  You will see a set of stairs on the right.  Take the stairs down, walk a few yards and voila!  There is a nice playground for the little tots on the other side of the pier.  There is also a Mc Donald’s underneath the pier that is open during the summertime.

Bicycles
There are 2 beach cruisers in the storage area next to the parking spaces.  The keys are in the drawer in the living room.  The combination on the locks is 7777.  There is also a cart to carry kids/dogs.

Eating
· Ruby’s, a wonderful little diner is at the end of the pier.

· McDonalds is underneath the pier.

· There are some cute little restaurants in the downtown part of Oceanside that are on the other side of the train tracks.  You can get there on foot by an underground walkway that is just south of the skateboard park.

· You can also take Pacific Street (by car) north and follow it up all the way to the Oceanside Harbor.  

· If you take the 5 south to the 78 east, there is a large shopping center with a Wal-Mart, Stater Bros., Applebee’s, Mimi’s, etc.

Before You Leave

· The cleaning service will take care of laundry and cleaning. .
· Leave remotes and keys in the drawer by the fireplace.

· Lock all sliding doors and close all blinds.

· Unplug major appliances.

· Please be sure the barbecue is turned off.

· Turn thermostat to neutral or off position.

· Leave a full set of keys and remotes in the drawer by the fireplace.

· Take trash out (there is a chute just past the elevator).

· Please take food that will spoil.  If food is staying, but a date on it.
· When you leave make sure keys are in the drawer and the deadbolt IS NOT locked.
